GENERAL RULES
Manuscripts should be submitted as Microsoft Word for Windows files (version 6 and onwards) in the Times New Roman typeface. The font size should be: the title of the paper: 13 points in bold with a 42-point space before, the author's surname: 11 points with a 30-point space before. Affiliation, abstract, captions under figures, tables and footnotes: 10 points, headers: 9 points (Sylfaen typeface), the main text: 11 points. Footnotes[footnoteRef:2] should be marked with numbers.  [2: ] 

The first line of each paragraph should be indented by 10 mm, with the exception of the first line of a particular section or subsection. Thus, on an A4 sheet the margins are as follows: top: 62 mm, bottom: 25 mm, left: 25 mm, right: 25 mm, the header and the footer: 47 mm each. The submitted manuscript should be complete, including figures, tables, etc.
TITLES OF SECTIONS
There should be an 18-point space before and a 6-point space after the title, capital letters and numbers (12 points) in bold should be used, beginning with the left margin. 
Titles of subsections 
There should be a 12-point space before and a 2-point space after each subsection. The text should be written with small letters (12 points) in bold.
Headers
The headers of even pages should include the authors' surnames, the headers of odd pages should include (in the place of " TITLE OF PAPER") an expression related to the text of the paper (e.g. the whole title of the paper or its part).
FORMULAe
Formulae, e.g. (3.1), should be written using the "Microsoft" equation editor or one that is compatible with it. A space of 6 points should be left before and after each formula.

FIGURES and tables
Figures and tables should be included in the file with the main text. All figures should be clear, with concise and comprehensive captions, written as below. Charts should be in non-editable form, as a *.jpg image. The title of the drawing should be aligned to the center of the page.
